Actions taken DURING the initial impact
of a disaster, including those to save lives
and prevent further property damage
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Actions taken BEFORE the
event, including planning,

training, and preparations
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initial impact, including those
directed toward a return to normalcy.

Assess damages

“Driving Down the Risks”

Activities that PREVENT a disaster,
reduce its chance of happening,
or reduce its damaging effects.

Modify mitigation plans

Identify future
mitigation opportunities

Return to service measures
